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The California economy derives enormous benefits from water
diverted from streams, rivers and lakes throughout the Sierra
Nevada. Unfortunatly, at the cost of biotic, aquatic and
riparian systems. Water determines the abundance of life both
in and adjoining it, including communities. These life forms
are directly linked in complex ways. In the DEIR revised Water
Resources; 4.1-1of 4.1

"The hydrologic processes of a stream are dlrec’cly affected
by the amount of water available for streamflow.”
Per SNEP repott, vol. 1; “Water sheds with continous
vegetative cover and healthy riparian areas provide the
highest-quality water, which requires little or no treatment
for human uses.”
Human (communities) needs have changed the streams
(such as volume of water, flood peaks, duration of low flows,
seasonal timing, sediment, nutrients, organic matter and water
temperature.) The ecosystems have been forced to change and
in some cases DIE. It is important to note, that by virtue of
nature itself the local streams ecosystems have changed in some
fshion or another, but always with the continuation of the

water.



A sphere of influence is only a calculated best guess. It is not
